The Democratic Republic of Congo is one of the biggest countries of Africa, situated in the center of Africa. With 2,345,000 km², and with a dense population considered at almost 75,000,000 of the inhabitants, this giant of Africa has major potential and immense riches in the  ground. The problem is that it is antagonized by wars and rebellions,disasters, migrations, and identity crisis. These problems have not allowed this country to develop.

BAKAMBA TSHIETU MARTHE : female, 17 years old, 5th year of secondary school (Junior in High School). The eldest of the family of 3 children; living with her 2 brothers: Sharaf MULAMBA and Maxwell LUSANGA.  This girl is clever, she wants to become a lawyer or petroleum engineer but she is facing a problem to paying her school fees. She needs your help. One of her brother Sharaf (14 years old) did not attempt school up to now due to the lack of fees also. This girl is wondering how she will reach her objectives in this life, because she does not know if she is going to finish this school year or stop again. Please, help her because she is a child

These two cases are not extreme but need action as soon as possible because the school year 2014-2015 started Sept 5th 2014.

·  Primary school : 6 years.

· Secondary School: 6 years.
After this secondary school, the student succeeds on their general exam, they will get his First State Diploma which will help them to start the University Studies.
Suggestions
To the men and women of faith and good will, I would suggest  to you briefly how we can find a solution to this disaster for helping these children. In the first part, if you have possibilities to send fees for the first trimester it will be great for these kids because school year has already commenced in Congo.

Secondly, we can proceed to provide or purchase for them materials with which they can make profits and to find out how to resolve certain spontaneous problems which can occur during this school year. Then I made the following chart:

With my knowledge about Kinshasa, and the modes of transportation in area, I presented the following info. Public transportation is almost non existent  because there are not enough vehicles and public buses are not available. Individual taxis and provincial government launched transportation on the roads help people; but not enough. I suggest, if possible, we purchase two motorcycles; allowed by the  provincial government as taxis in certain areas, which will be helpful to support the children, not only those two but some others.

Or we can buy for them one vehicle, second hand ones like TOYOTA HIACE with 16 seats  or Hyundai Bus of 9 seats.
